                    THE ROAD TO GOD

What happens when you take some apple software and try to 

use it on an IBM computer? Of course it does not work..! 

Much the same with religions. If you believe a religion and 

have learned a religion, it works for you but it does not 

mean that other operating systems are wrong....! It just 

means you are on the road you want to be on and one that 

works for you. It is interesting that some operating 

systems are better at some things than others. For example 

The Apple operating system and software does a better job 

at graphics and multimedia while the IBM operating system 

is the choice of business. We see so many closed-minded 

people who are not willing to learn from others or those 

who do not have the depth of knowledge and thought, that 

would allow them to see the positives of other operating 

system or roads down life's path to ' Spirituality '. It is 

my hope that this discussion will allow peoples of 

different religions and cultures to see, ' No matter how 

good we are ', we can always learn from others. No Matter 

what Metaphors we have created to describe and pray to 

“our” God, there are others, that in some aspect, do a 

better job of doing some aspect of leading us down the 

'Path to God'. 

If this book can lead people to a better understanding of 

each other and their Religion, we may be able in time to 

eliminate “Religion” as a reason for Killing, for Predjuce, 

and for War. The problem is that the people who should 

read this book probably will not. Their father said it was 

black, their mother said it was black, and there priest or 

minister said it was black. There fore it must be black and 

I will shoot anyone who tells me it’s not black. Ohh the 

Heathen...., Ohh the blastphemer. Ohh the infidel.

I went on the net the other day and went into a religious 

chat room. I listened for about a half an hour and was 

amazed what I heard. There was not much being said that had 

a lot to do with spirituality, developing faith or getting 

closer to allowing God to come into the lives of those 

involved with the chat. It was the first time I had ever 

gone into such a room. Boy was it a learning experience...! 

I tried to talk some “Joseph Campbell”, or the concept that 

history is written by the winner of the wars and many of 

the stories found in Holy Scriptures were actually taken

from religions of previous cultures.

                                                                                  CHAPTER 2

             REMOVE  FAITH FROM THE CHURCH …..?

One day while driving back from a client, I began to think about “Faith”, from the

point of view of the Church and different religions. It seems to me that every 

religion says that we, the followers, must have “Faith” in what is being taught to 

us. If we have Faith in what we are being told and as a result are prepared to go 

to war over the differences in what is being taught, then there is the problem ! Is 

it true that religion is the opium of the masses? Is it the shackles that “Powers 

that Rule” use to control the masses?

We should be taught that anything that separates, divides, creates predjuice and 

alienates people from each other and the "Source,"  can not be “Good”…..! If 

there was no “Ultimate Power” with a set of Beliefs to follow, then societies are 

doomed to fight each other to prove that their ideas and beliefs are the only 

correct path to follow.  Is the problem “Faith” or “what we are being taught?  We 

have to bring Spirituality back to the church to bring people back together. The 

Church must not die. Our belief in an ultimate Source must not die. Again I state, 

“ if there was no “Ultimate Power” with a set of Beliefs to follow, then societies 

are doomed to fight each other to prove that their ideas and beliefs are the only 

correct path to follow.

We die and again become part of the space in 

        the Infinite. How small our lives are in comparison to infinity. I cannot 

        believe that the “Source of all Being” wants us to be separate due to some 

        Faith or Religion that causes misunderstanding, misery and wars. 

I believe that we must be "in service" giving freely of ourselves for and to others. The 

words “ To be first, you must be last, “ come to mind. By doing so, we will be 

connected to the Source or the Ultimate Energy that has  been called by thousand 

names. The name you chose to call this Ultimate Intelligence is of no consequence.  

We have been given the power of choice.  We can choose to be connected to God 

working for peace and joy or we can choose the opposite and thus finding ourselves 

distant from the only force that can give us true serenity.

I believe it is what “The Man Makes of the Truth”, that is 

important!

Let me retell you a story I heard told by Dr, Wayne Dyer. I have changed it slightly.

         Last week I came home after dark and discovered the electricity was out in 

         the house. I unfortunately somehow dropped my keys somewhere between 

         the front door and the various light switches I had tried. This set of keys not 

         only included the keys to the house but also, office keys, keys to some 

          rental properties but also a master key to a customer’s large building. I 

         knew that if I did not find the keys I would be liable to change all the locks 

         in that building.  My experience told me it would cost of a number of thousands of 

         dollars to do this. I knew that if the key fell into the wrong hands they could rob 

         the building blind. I got down on my hands and knees and started to feel 

         around the floor of my house for the keys. 

        Just then I noticed the streetlight was on outside but our house was still in 

        darkness. I thought to myself that it was silly to hunt in the darkness so I 

        went outside and started to look for the keys under the street light so I 

        could see what I was looking for. While I was outside looking, a neighbor 

        came out and asked me what I was looking for. I told him I was looking for 

        a very important set of keys that I had dropped. Soon he went into his 

        house and impounded his wife and kids into the search. Almost 

        immediately another neighbor arrived and joined into the search. Within an 

        our almost all of the neighbors on the street were out looking for the keys. 

        Soon the frustration grew and finally one neighbor came over and started to 

        try to organize the search. Listen Gordon, he said, we should try to retrace your 

        steps and that should limit the search area.  When did you last remember having 

       the keys, he said? When I unlocked the front door, I replied. 

       Ok what did you do next?  I went to all the light switches on the main floor 

       and when I got to the kitchen switch I noticed that the keys were missing. 

       Then you must have dropped the keys somewhere in the house in between 

       the front door and the kitchen. 

That’s right, I said.  If that is the case, why are you looking for the keys out 

          Here, said the neighbor with a very funny look on his face. 

          I could see what I was doing out here, I replied, and it was too dark in the 

          house to see a single thing. My friend suggested that I go inside the house, 

          lock the door and wait for the lights came on and he was sure I would find 

          the keys. The street quickly emptied and I did not get invited to many street 

          parties after that evening.

 Now let look at this story in a new light. Think of the keys in the story as being 

symbolic of Religious principles with their various connotations and I was symbolic of 

being their human preachers. The neighbors then would be symbolic of the followers of 

religion. Now go back and re read the story. What can you draw from this parable. 

Did the followers have Faith in what they were doing was correct? Were they acting out 

of kindness? In reality were their actions doing them any good in getting them closer to 

the keys? When did the truth come out? What effect did new questioning have on the 

situation? What happened when they lost faith? What caused them to lose faith? What 

was the result of them loosing faith? What about the human preacher in this story? 

What happens if the preacher does not really understand the true meaning of what 

they teach? The ultimate truths of the keys were only found when the preacher was 

“locked in” to do a personal search in the “Light”. There was a connection between the 

“Light” and the preacher only after an inward search of one self. We do not have to 

reinvent the wheel. St. Francis of Assisi has given us the path that will allow us to 

connect to the “Source”. Our job is to get the rust off the connectors so we can be

                                                              Chapter Three   

                                CONCEPT OF GOD

Yes, I believe in one God. I believe that there is an all-powerful force that created all that we 

are and know and do not know. This ultimate source of knowledge and power is neither male 

nor female as depicted by various cultures through time. If an early culture were agricultural 

in nature then their God would be the female Goddess, as mother earth would give birth and 

renewal to their society. Other herder, hunter or warrior cultures would be have a male God 

as there was a need for their God to be fearce, protecting warrior figurehead. The Christian 

religion is descendant from the tribes of Israel who were herding people who had to drive 

people off the land they needed to graze their large flocks and herds of sheep and cattle. As 

grazing became poor in a geographical area they would have to move on to find greener 

pastures, so to speak. These greener pastures were being used by others who had to be 

moved out  by any means required. Thus we have a male God who is loving of the people 

but has a history of being a little aggressive and vengeful at times to protect the “chosen 

people”. The successful warrior tribes and their descendents have been successful in 

bringing the losers of battles to some common beliefs through history. I find it interesting that 

the remaining religious cultures believe that they are the “chosen people” and the 

“OTHERS” are the heathens. I guess the one god of these religions  (in their concept of God) 

must have a split personality that will allow this contradiction of positions.

The metaphors developed to teach principles to the uneducated of past centuries no 

longer work in today’s advanced technological and scientific society. Simply, being 

taught to have “faith” and “believe what I tell you” does not and will not cut it any 

more. Ultimately we must have faith in something. But what is the truth? What 

religion has the truth?  A saying of the North American Indians says that God hid 

part of the truth in all religions so it could  never be lost. One culture may 

eventually die but the truth will live on in the remaining. Personally I think all 

religions all basically have it right. They all teach how people should live with their 

fellow people through love for one another. I think the problem is that religions are 

using the wrong metaphor to describe God. It leads them to wrong conclusions and 

concepts that have been taught for so long everyone believes them to be true. 

Religion tell us that the world is  flat. The world is round. It is 

symbolized in many countries and cultures as a circle. The circle symbolizes the 

“Whole”. It symbolizes God in the completeness above our understanding. I think 

we should refrain from using the Great Religious Teachers of history as starting 

points of belief. We must push the teachings of Jesus, Budda, Mohamad, etc. to the 

back ground in the beginning. I am not saying that these teachers are to be 

miminalized as they give us “THE TRUTH” in their teachings. All that I am saying 

that we must start first with our concept of God. Once we better understand the 

concept of God then every thing else like “The Spirit”, “Good and Evil”, Faith, etc 

will fall into place.

Since God is unknowable and is a paradime beyond our present ability to 

understand; where can we find a metaphor that will bring all the other Metaphors 

(RELIGIONS) into a light, or plane of perception that people of all cultures and 

religions can understand and build on? We need a metaphor that will be the 

“ROCK” on which all “Peoples” can bring their metaphor’s to and on which they 

can build a new understanding that will unite rather than divide. We need a 

metaphor that can cross generations, races and cultures and their religious beliefs. 

Spielburg and Joseph Campbell worked together on the Star Wars using the story to 

symbolize some universal truths which they hoped would be that new base story or 

metaphor. I do not believe it needs to be that complicated as the Star Wars series of 

stories.

The only time I heard our church congregation break into spontanious clapping was 

when a lay member gave a sermon describing God by using electricity as the 

metaphor. For some reason it just seemed right to everyone. I wish I could give you 

what he said as he said it so well. I will try to develop this metaphor for you now 

and you can make up your own minds if this concept could be the needed rock on 

which to build a unifying spirituality. Never the less, I believe it will give a better

understanding Of the Concept of God and will allow us to build our spiritual house

on a better and more secure base of  the reality of  the Ultimate Energy and 

Knowledge.

The metaphor of comparing God to being electricity and all living things as being 

all the utentials and machines that work because of electricity, comes to mind.

My religious training can be symbolized as a “Tree” that I have passed by and often 

return to. In recent years I have been doing a lot of thinking about RELIGION and 

FAITH and GOD and TRUTH. Let me explain myself. In any journey one picks an 

outstanding point of the scenery, in the direction one want to go. In my spiritual 

journey, this key signpost, this tree is what one always keeps their eye on  as one 

travels to their goal, as it keeps me on the straight and narrow path to my goal. 

As in any journey, sooner or later one reaches that tree and to continue their journey 

one must pick another tree and let the older tree go. If the journey is to continue we 

must be continually heading to new trees if we wish to continue our journey towards 

the "Truth". Unfortunately the truth wears many faces much like the story of the blind 

men touching different parts of an elephant. Each mans senses gave a different 

version of the TRUTH. Each man was right in what they were saying but none of them 

got it right. I believe that the different religions of the world are like the blind men. We 

have yet to get it right. At this point religions divide people from the "SOURCE". I 

believe we are all "ONE WITH THE SOURCE". Any thing that divides is not “There” 

yet....! 

                                 Chapter 4

                             PLAIN OF PERCEPTION

I have used the term “ Plain of Perception” on a number of occasions so far in 

this book. I think we are getting to the point that it would be a good idea to 

spend some time looking at this concept. What exactly does it mean?  

The best way I have heard it explained was using animals and the worlds they 

each experience. Let us first look at a field mouse. He lives in a small part of a 

field where he has met a mate and the two of them are busy trying to feed their 

family. They know that part of the field better than any one else. They know 

where the seeds are and where to find the best roots. They experience the dew 

on the grasses and the many beautiful shades of colour as the sun shines 

through it. They experience the heat and the cold and the fear of their enemies 

that feed on them.  The mice have a set of experiences in their part of the field 

that leads them to have a knowledge base that allows them to live their lives. 

They live on a mouse’s “Plain of Perception”.

Now, what about the fox, who travels not only this field, but also a number of 

fields and a large part of the forest. In this area the fox has met a mate and has 

has a busy life hunting for food for themselves and their bundles of fur in their 

den. They are aware of all the different animals in the field and in the forest. 

They don’t hunt for seeds or roots but mice and rabbits and the odd fish and 

even the carcus of a larger animal of a deer if they are really lucky. They also

experience the hot and cold weather and deal with it in their own way. The Foxes 

have a larger set of experiences in their part of the fields and forest that leads 

them to have a greater knowledge base that allows them to live their lives. 

They live on a foxes “Plain of Perception”.

The deer is another animal who travels around many fields, lakes, rivers, 

mountains and all through the forest. They find their mates and lead their 

fawns to fields for grazing and the safety of the swamps, especially during 

hunting season when man invades their domain. They see more types of 

amimals and quickly learn to be afraid of “man”. They also experience the 

heat and cold and deal with it in their own way. The Deer have a still larger set of 

experiences in their parts of the fields, rivers, mountains and forest that leads 

them to have a still greater knowledge base that allows them to live their lives. 

They live on a Deers “Plain of Perception”.

The bear unlike the deer, are meat eaters and thus they have a large range in 

which to find food. Bear have been known to range from the mid western 

United States to Northern British Columbia in Canada. They also teach their 

young how to fish, to find berries and how to rip apart rotten logs to find tasty 

grubs. They also experience the heat and cold and deal with the temperature 

changes in their own way by hibernating in the winter and re-entering their 

range in the spring. The bear have a larger and still different set of experiences 

in their part of the world that leads them to have a greater knowledge base 

that allows them to live their lives. They live on a Bear “Plain of Perception”.

Lastly lets look at the Eagle. This bird flies all over the world of the animals 

and as well has a huge range in which it hunts to feed its young. It fishes and 

feeds on small birds and animals. The eagle is often used as a symbol for 

“wisdom” as it sees all from the heights. It also experiences the heat and cold 

but for all its experiences and life skills, it has a flaw of character that can lead 

to its capture or demise. It will gorge on a kill until it is too heavy to fly for a 

period of time. During this grounding the eagle is open to capture and being

killed. The eagle is seen to have a vast plain of perception as it is able to see and 

experience so much more than the mouse, for example. Thus it can be said that 

the eagle is on a “Higher Plain of Perception” than the mouse.

Now lets take this one step further. The orginal peoples of North America had, 

and still have, a highly developed spirituality where many of these concepts 

come from. These people were never the savages depicted in our Anglo- 

American literature and conditioning. For example they applied the traits or 

“Plains of Perceptions” to help explain and describe people and even cultures. 

If a person was shallow in thought and did not have much of a life experience 

he or she would be considered a “Mouse Person” . At the other end of the scale 

there would be the “Eagle Person” who would highly educated, highly 

experienced and well traveled who was knowledgeable of many cultures. This 

concept of applying Plains of perception to people is like making a “mirror” in 

which we can make our personal trait open and available to see. 

This concept is also applied to “Cultures”. If we say that is a mouse culture we 

all know is being said in general. We are saying it is not an advanced culture. It 

is one without a lot educated people without a lot of experiences or 

understanding of other cultures. They only know of themselves and their own 

traditions. They feel that they are “Right” as they have no other knowledge on 

which to make judgements. Thus a culture can have a “Plain of Perception” 

and it can be deemed that if one looks at a group of cultures, one could say that 

some cultures have a “Higher Plain of Perception” than others. Each cultures 

“Plain of Perception is right for their own set of experiences. We must 

understand that there is really no “RIGHT OR WRONG” here. There are just 

differences or different operating systems. Is the mouse wrong in what it 

believes and knows? No...! It just doesn't see the whole elephant. 

Should all mice be killed because they do not have the same set 

experiences that I have? Maybe we should train all mice to become 

rabbits or bears or eagles? Such are religions…! They have been 

developed and have become parts of Culture’s “Plain of Perceptions”. 

They are just as the original peoples believe. The truth is hidden in all 

the religions of the world. One is very knowledgable of the elephant’s 

trunk while another knows every wrinkle in the elephants leg. Wouldn’t 

the world be an interesting place if the only thing we knew about was 

elephant leg wrinkles?

                      BLIND MEN FIGHTING FOR WHAT?

Is this not the game we are into? If we fight long enough and believe 

hard enough and have faith long enough we can turn the Jesus Road 

and the Buddah Road and the Mohammad Road into an amazing 

Knowledge of elephant leg wrinkles because “WE”, the believers of 

elephant wrinkles has the most powerful army and the most powerful 

political economic State. We are “so smart” because we “know” that 

"My Dog Is Bigger Than Your Dog"……!

We must find a spirituality that unites and get all the dogs into the 

same dog show so all can learn from each other.

Each religion has created a set a metaphors that is right for their own 

culture, time and place. The world is fighting over metaphor’s when 

principals are generally the same. We need to grow past these 

metaphors and unite in a spirituality that allows for all the plains of 

perception of the mice, foxes, deer and eagles of the world to work 

together for the betterment of all Gods creatures. I hope that people of 

the world can understand this and work towards "A BETTER WAY". 

We are at a cross roads.  People in the western world are leaving 

Organized Religion in droves. They feel they can’t work inside 

Organized Traditional Religion as they are not finding “The stuffing” to 

fill their inner needs.  We need to raise the level of perception the 

Church to again let it be the “Trees” in their  spiritual lives. It must 

provide the opportunity to go from Tree to Tree for generating the 

satisfaction of personal Growth. I believe that as an Organization, we 

need to put more emphisis on looking out the window rather than 

looking in the window and "Feathering the Pew."  We, as individuals 

need to find "ONE THING" we can be VERY GOOD at to serve our 

community or our world.  We must move forward and always 

reach for a higher VISION of what is and always will be…!

Not all people will want to, be able to or even be able to 

understand where we are in the “Circle of Spirituality”. A good 

example is the following joke about Boudreaux the Baptist and 

his Catholics neighbours as it points out problems facing conflicting 

Plains of perception:

A number of religions orginate in the Middle East and many have stories 

about the same Earth Walkers in their separate Holy Books. Again we see here 

people looking at the same elephant but end up with different plains of 

perception.  The Earth Walkers or Holy Men or Prophets are listened to “by 

men” who make judgements on what to write and what to teach after the 

Earth Walkers are gone from their earthly lives. Thus we get different plains 

of perception as “MEN”, who I understand are not perfect, (ask any woman)

make decisions on what they thought they heard. Have you ever played the 

game where you take a group of people and put them in a line. You then give 

the first person in line a sentence and ask them to pass it on verbally. By the 

time that supposed same sentence reaches the last person it is often not 

recognizable from the original sentence was. Many of the teachings of the 

Earth Walkers were not written down until hundreds of years after their 

deaths. The teachings were verbal during that time and even for a long time 

afterwards because back the few people could read. My mind goes back to 

Boudreau and his Catholic neighbours.

Where is this leading? Well I am wondering if too much emphsis is being put 

on the Earth Walker instead of the “All Knowing Power” the Earth Walker 

was trying to emulate. Should we, in this Circle Of Spirituality, re focus on the 

ultimate Source rather than on the Earth Walker? Would this stop people 

from hating and killing other people because they put their favourite Earth 

Walker in a cartoon? If a writer, on a different plain of perception, writes 

something unusual about a major Earth Walker in a cultures plain of 

perception, will it stop a religious leader from asking for his assination?

In solving problems in between people it is the goal of the mediator to try to get 

both sides to understand the other and their reasons for their actions. This 

understanding is often the thing that allows forgiveness.  

I have often heard the “Ultimate Source” as being described as the “Lord of 

Ultimate Understanding”. Thus if our goal was to be in the Consciousness of 

the Ultimate Understander” instead of “ mans consciousness of the Earth 

Walker”, I feel we, as a whole group of plains of perceptions, would be in a far 

better position to love thy neighbour.
